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     Laura Vaughan a life time horse rider has always valued the relationship she has shared with horses.  Her journey like many who are gifted the closeness to a special horse has been her reward.

     What brought Laura to hoof care happened without warning as the disease of potomac fever struck and caused founder in her horse Natan, leaving her with coffin bone rotation in both fores each pointing straight down.  Additionally Natan had botched coronary grooving and bad farriery made any improvement near impossible.

     Desperate for answers she found a Strasser booth at the Albany Equine Fair.  The booth told her Cheryl Henderson lived in her area and that she should consider barefoot rehabilitation.  And this is where her journey in the barefoot movement began.
     Realizing her need to understand the hoof to help her horse, she started studying with Cheryl and Martha Olivo.  She attended the 10 day groom course by Martha, studied hoof books and participated in any hoof educational event possible.  With her commitment to help Natan and her passion to help others avoid the damages she has seen it has been a daily journey the last four years.  
     Becoming one of the founders of the Oregon School of Natural Hoof care, she has become a teacher as well as a life time student. Laura’s special knowledge of founder, laminitis and abscessing has been first hand experience with her horse Natan.

     Studying under, Gene Ovnicek, Martha Olivo, Pete Ramey and Dr. Bowker.  She began teaching locally for several years in what is now referred to as a trimfest.  A community service to the equine and help to promote the barefoot movement.

     Retiring from orthopedics Laura took her knowledge of physical therapy and applied it to helping horses who have been compromised from injury or damages from founder. Her goal is to find solutions to bring fitness and health to founders.
     Not only has she developed a safe practice of stretching the legs and back of the horse.  She developed a series of exercises for the trimmer.  Exercises geared for the individual trimmer to develop core stability and strength for hoof trimming. 
     Laura reached out to the public by sharing her experience and knowledge of hoof health in her clinics, and educational presentations at equine events.  Driven to find the best method to trim a founder that has demineralize and deformed coffin bones is a one of a kind study.  Her knowledge and experience to treat hooves that are abscessing and have been sacrificed to the complications of founder are well respected.
     Laura is on a journey to find solutions, answers and protection so that others will not see their beloved horse go through what Natan has had to experience.
